With Kimchi Haggis, he represented Canada as a musical ambassador to China, performing in the Forbidden City, and appearing on the front page of the Beijing Times.  
As a children’s entertainer, Andrew has performed for hundreds of schools with Delhi 2 Dublin, Dharmakasa, Dumpsta Dragons, Kimchi Haggis, and various African bands.  He has performed at the Vancouver Children’s Festival, Surrey Childrens Festival, Jam Camp, Vancouver Folkfest (twice), as well as an album by Raffi.
